This newsletter article is 

loosely entitled Ribbons and 

Rejections and has been in-

spired by both my personal 

experience and the discus-

sions I've had with many art-

ists.  

This summer brought rejec-

tion for an art piece which I 

had hoped to be included in a 

wonderful art exhibit at the 

Schoenherr Gallery of North 

Central College. I had devel-

oped a deep attachment to 

this piece on which I had 

worked harder, and spent 

more on presentation, than 

normal. I was most satisfied 

with my efforts and truly 

wanted this piece to hang in 

that most excellent space. 

Upon opening the rejection 

letter, I became disheartened. 

Then I brought my work home 

and leaned it against the 

wall—as if to punish both it 

and myself. While there were 

other opportunities to display 

this piece, I decided against 

them.  

Recently released from its po-

sition of shame, this piece is 

displayed with dignity on a 

most prominent wall. Interest-

that work than before its re-

jection. For many people that 

may make little sense; but for 

fellow artists, it’s not a great 

revelation. With our art we 

work to find our voice, yet we 

must also consider the varied 

critiques of the judges. 

Much of the fun of viewing a 

juried exhibit is to see which 

pieces the judge awarded rib-

bons and what they thought 

merited a closer look and the 

ample opportunity to add 

your own two cents. One of 

my favorite Zaki quotes came 

at a show where he expressed 

the thought ―The judge must 

have been smoking mari-

juana.‖  And if you know Zaki, 

you can ―hear‖ the rhythm 

and tone of the pronounce-

ment! On a side note: Zaki's 

work was singled out for an 

award by this very judge.  Zaki 

is one of the many artists’ 

whose work is so often hon-

ored at art league and guild 

shows; where it’s apparent 

that special talent has pro-

duced what we’ve come to see. 

We are most fortunate to have 

so many of these artists repre-

sented at the annual Best-of-

the-Best show. 

As for me, I must become em-

boldened by rejection and gra-

ciously accept the ribbons if 

and when they are presented; 

be thankful for the many dili-

gent, talented artists who are 

willing and able to give of 

themselves to judge my work. 

I remain thankful for those 

judges who provide a some-

times thankless service to us 

all. 

In closing, I’d also like to per-

sonally thank all the artists, 

volunteers and Mayslake staff 

who participated in this year’s 

AFA Mayslake Peabody Estate 

Fine Art Fair. Everyone was so 

helpful and resilient; it made a 

very wet and soggy weekend a 

highlight of my summer.
